Common Utilities

Kitchenette (1st.F12nd.Fl. 3rd.FL)

The kitchenettes are equipped with sinks,
cooking tables, IH cooking heater and microwave
ovens. Single residents can cook there. Careful
attention to the handling of oil and IH cooking
heaters is requested. Each resident must dispose of
their own garbage.

Laundry (1stFl, 2nd.Fl., and3rd.Fl.)
A coin-operated fully automatic washer and
dryer are available in the laundry.

Lounge (1st.FL)
This room can be used by all residents.
(Please be quiet at night.)

Utility Fees

Utility fees are charged for electricity, water and
gas. The fees consist of those for each room and for
each student’s (researcher’s) share of common-use
utilities. They are follows;

Single Rooms
The fees to be paid for the rooms are for electricity

and water in the rooms. Electricity bills will be sent
directly to and should be paid.
(e.g.cresit card, convenience store etc. Credit card
payment recommended.)

residents

The fees to be paid for common-use utilities are
electricity, gas and water used in common-use
facilities (except laundry).

Couple and Family Rooms

The fees to be paid for the rooms are for
electricity, water and gas in the rooms. Electricity
and gas bills will be sent directly to residents and
should be paid. (e.g. cresit card, convenience store
etc. Credit card payment recommended. )

The fees to be paid for common-use utilities are
electricity and water used in common-use facilities
(except laundry).
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Utility bills

A Dill will be 1ssued each month for fees for water
(private  room use) and each students
(researcher’s) share of common-use electricity,
water and gas. This must be paid to the

International Division office by the deadline.

Cleaning fee & Utilities for moving out
(Pay when moving-in)

When a student or a researcher enters the House,
he/she must pay reserve money for a utility fee and
cleaning fee, the following amounts to the
International Division Office to cover any incurred
costs and settle cleaning fee upon his/her departure

from the House.
